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“Facing the blank page” is usually an expression of anxiety, frozen procrastination, fear
of the fickleness of expression. A cruel and boring, “what do | say?” Seasons Guide is a
joyous flip of the blank page, and their approach to designing stationery can be seen as
ah encouragement to turn a corner rather than fill in every line, or every gap.

Afriend once described Seasons Guide as a project where the artists are their own target
audience. Using it as a search-for and a celebration-of defunct Korean stationery brands,
Sarah Wong and Holiday Lim make up Seasons Guide. Formed in 2018, the pair has
released a series of stationery booklets (Volumes 1 & 2) consisting of original and
collaborative desighs with friends over the years.

In addition to the creation of new desighs, they maintain an online archive of old
lettersheet scans from their personal collections. The act of searching for background
information about other mysterious Korean stationery brands, which were originally
discovered deep in youth or haphazardly on the global secondhand marketplace, is a
central weight of the project.

The current exhibition at Shower is their first time working directly within a gallery setting.
What can be found here is the culmination of documents from their visits to the actual
sites where some select stationery brands were, maybe perhaps, once located, as well
as the release of Seasons Guide Vol. 3.
